The story of Jersey is all too common, which is why Paws in Need was 
founded. The importance of spaying and neutering your pets cannot be 

emphasized enough. Jersey was the only dog in 
her family, not yet spayed. But, that quickly 
changed when the family took in a male dog who 
also wasn't neutered. Jersey quickly became 
pregnant, there were complications with her 
pregnancy and her pups died inside of her. An 
emergency C-section had to be performed or 
there was a high risk this young dog would die. 
The family contacted us to utilize our financial 
assistance program for urgent care. The lesson 
is, this could have been easily prevented had 

they been fixed. Jersey received the needed cesarean section on 
Christmas Eve, at our willing vet partner, Grantline Veterinary. The male 
dog was also neutered as part of the assistance. Moral of the story: spay or 
neuter BEFORE urgent care assistance is needed. We are happy to report 
Jersey recovered and is doing well. 

Sweetie 

This girl was roaming the streets of Livermore for a few months, eating food 
someone was putting down at a feral cat colony to 
survive. Animal Control was involved, the stories 
were on social media, but nobody came to her rescue 
A nice family took her in and let her sleep in the dog 
house in their yard until they could have her seen by 
a vet, and have her fixed. Paws in Need was all too 
happy to help and with the additional help of our 
terrific vet partner, Adobe Pet Hospital, we were able 
to get her in immediately and have her necessary 
medical done. The family is keeping her and she's 
inside, safe and warm at last. Sweetie fits her name,

This handsome pup was found as a stray and taken in by a very nice family 
who refused to take him to the shelter. Alerting Animal Control and the

In addition to the neuter, heartworm test, 
vaccines & a health certificate were obtained for the 
journey, and off went Coyote! Safe travels on your trip to
